Now that the nation's largest animal rights group has effectively
banned the caging of egg-laying hens in California, it is turning its
focus to Washington.

A week after voters here overwhelmingly approved Proposition 2,
Pacelle called on the Humane Society's 10 million-plus members
"to build on the momentum of that landmark outcome."
